Case Analysis Essay Tips
When reading: 
1. Underline or highlight anything that seems important or stands out to you. Write brief (1 sentence) chapter/part summaries for yourself. 
When writing:
1. Quote directly from the reading instead of making general observations. 
2. Use the evidence sandwich method to support your claims in each body paragraph.

3. DO NOT use outside sources or AI to to summarize the book, find theme ideas, etc. You are an educated, intelligent person who should be able to summarize and analyze a book with your very own brain. 
4. DO use the secondary sources assigned for class to support your claims.
Additional Helpful Hints:
1. Point of view is not the same as topic. Truman Capote didn’t switch POV throughout his book; he wrote from his own, 3rd person POV but talked about different groups of people. 
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Optional Revision Checklist
If you earned a C+ or lower on a Case Analysis Essay, you may choose to revise for regrading. There is not guarantee that your grade will go up, but it definitely will not go down.

Instructions: Use the following checklist to help you revise your draft. Go step-by-step, top to bottom, checking each item off as you complete it. When you have finished the entire checklist, please save your Word file, and upload it to Canvas under the Second Draft assignment link! 

· Track Changes. Go to the “Review” tab at the top of Word and click on the “Track Changes” button. This will allow Dr. Faber to see everything you change in your file. 

· Revise from Feedback. Use each comment from Dr. Faber to revise your draft. 

· Revise from Rubric. Go to the assignment link on Canvas and read through the rubric. Revise your essay to better fit the requirements of the “exceeds expectations” category. If you need help with this step, you can ask CoPilot for recommendations on how to get your essay to better fit the rubric category. Be sure to ask it not to change your writing. 
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· Check Grammar. Go to the “Home” tab at the top of Word and click on “Editor.” Use the tool to check for any grammar, spelling, and refinements. Keep clicking through the options and deciding whether to accept or reject the change recommendations until your Editor Score is 100%. 

· Resubmit on Canvas. Upload your revised essay to the same assignment link (e.g. Case Analysis Essay 1). 
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
